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CYRTANDROMOEA——A NEW RECORDED GENUS OF SCRO—-
PHULARIACEAE AND A NEW SPECIES IN CHINA

Abstract Cyrtandromoea Zoll. is a genus finally belonging to Scrophulariaceae and native to
Indonesea, Jave and especially Sumatra, West Malaysa, India (Nicobar Island), Thailand,
Myanmar. It is new reported from South and Northwest Yunnan province in China. There are
two species, one is a new record, the other is a new species.

Suffutices 1.1—5 m, laxiuscule puberulentibus; cauli tetragoni 4-alati, alis 1.5—2 mm latis; foliis
ellipticis acuminatis, serratis, minute pilosulis, 14—16 cm longa, 5.5—6.5 cm lata, basi decurrentibus; nervi
primatii laterales urique 7—S8; in petiolis ad 3—4 mm, subsessilibus. Cymis 5—7 floris, pedunculi 1.3—2.5
cm, sparsissime puberulentibus; bracealae 4—5 mm lineares. Calyx late campanulatus, 7—8.5 mm diam. 8
—9 longus, dentibus bravissimis triangulari—lanceolatus, fructifer ad 10— 15 longus, membranaceus,
reticulatus, subtruncatus dentibus inconpicuis.

Capsula e basi
globoso—oblonga, in calycis arcte inclusa; semina parva, compressa, scabra, 0.5 mm diametro.
