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Two New Hybrid Varieties of Michelia

Abstract: Two new hybrid varieties of Michelia, ‘ Chuju hanxiao® and ‘ Chunyue hanxiao’ , are selected
from hybrid pupulation between Michelia yunnanensis and Michelia calcicola. The two new varieties are
charaderized by evergreen brush, large and fragrant flowers, long flowering date form Feb. to Apr., strong
adaptability to drought, poor soil and pest, and easy propagate. Both two varieties are good ornamental plants in
gardens for enjoying flowers and leaves.
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
